Dear Phillis Johnson-Ball, 

I have been a Wilmington resident for over 40 years, and have had odor problems due to the 
chemical plants in my area for most of those 40 years. I am concerned that the chemical 
containment area (DAPL) at Olin, is merely being covered with an asphalt cap, and that the 
chemicals themselves are not being removed. By removing them it would assure us of no 
possible leakage at a future date. 

My other concern is the heavy volume of traffic proposed of 400 trucks per day entering and 
exiting the NET facility, along with a trainload a day, with municipal solid waste. This again 
proposes a danger of hazardous waste contamination. The trucks also add to the excessive 
amount of traffic which already exists, posing a potential danger on our streets. 

My wife and several of my neighbors have died of cancer. Whether or not the odors and 
chemical contamination in our area had anything to do with their deaths, I am not sure (but I 
suspect it did). However, as for the future, I certainly do not want to be put in a position to be 
living in that type of environment again. 

In closing, I am opposed to the New England Transrail proposal to acquire, construct and 
operate as a rail carrier on the property owned by the Olin Corporation of Wilmington, MA.
