BACKGROUND

In this proceeding, New York Central Lines, LLC (NYC), and CSX Transportation, Inc.
(CSXT), (collectively, apphcants)jointly filed a notice of exemption under 49 CFR 1152.50 seeking
exemption from the requirements of 49 U S.C. 10903 for NYC to abandon and CSXT to discontinue
service over a line of railroad between Milcpost QBU-0.0 and Milcpost QBU-4 2 from Fitchburg to
Lcominster, a distance of approximately 4.2 miles, in Worcester County, Massachusetts. This case
embraces STB Docket No. AB-55 (Sub. No. 616X), CSX Transportation, Inc. - Discontinuance of
Service Exemption - in Worcester County, Massachusetts. A map depicting the rail line in relationship
to the area served is appended to the report. If the notice becomes effective, applicants will be able to
salvage track, DCS and other railroad appurtenances and to dispose of the right-of-way.

DESCRIPTION OF THE LLNE

According to the applicants, there has been no local traffic on the line for two years.
Applicants state that the proposed abandonment would result in the removal of the rail, crosstics, and
possibly the upper layer of ballast. The line is located within an urban setting and may be suitable for
alternative public use.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW

Applicants submitted an environmental report that concludes the quality of the human
environment will not be affected significantly as a result of the abandonment or any post-abandonment
activities, including salvage and disposition of the right-of-way. Applicants served the environmental
and historical reports on a number of appropriate Federal, state, and local agencies as required by the
Surface Transportation Board's environmental rules [49 CFR 1105.7(b)j In the environmental report,
applicants state that they plan to remove all of the rail, crossnes, and possibly the upper layer of ballast
We have reviewed and investigated the record in this proceeding.

Where, as here, the earner has not consummated the abandonment at the end of the
previously imposed negotiating period and is willing to continue trail use negotiations, the Board
retains jurisdiction, and the NITU negotiating pcnod may be extended. Under the
circumstances, further extension of the negotiating period is warranted. Sec Bin v. STB. 90 F.3d
580, 588-90 (D C. Cir 1996); Grantwood Village v. Missoun Pac. R.R. Co.. 95 F.3d 654, 659
(8th Cir. 1996). Accordingly, the NITU negotiation period will be extended to January 9, 2008,

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and the consummation notice filing deadline will be extended to March 10,2008. Given the
time that has elapsed since abandonment authority was granted, however, the parties are urged to
conclude their negotiations so that further extensions arc not necessary.

It is ordered:

1. CSXT's request for an extension of the negotiating period and its request for an
extension of time to exercise the abandonment authority arc granted.

2. The negotiating period under the NTTU is extended to January 9,2008.

3. The authority to abandon must be exercised on or before March 10,2008.

4. This decision is effective on its date of service.
